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Auto-Sleepers’ new Mayfair
offers upper class caravanning
- but black tie is optional, says
Andy Jenkinson

WE quite liked the Auto-Sleepers
Kensington that we looked at briefly in the
last issue of Scottish Caravanner (see
Issue 48, page 48). However, they say you
don’t get to know a person until you've
lived with them - and the same applies

to tourers!

Qur two-week live-in test took place in
February, when we took the fixed-bed,
end-washroom Mayfair to the Boat &
Caravan Show at Birmingham’s NEC,
The Mayfair was pitched at Kingsbury
Water Park, one of our favourite Camping

and Caravanning Club sites. As ever, the
wardens were very helpful in getting
the AS sited for us.

The Mayfair’s profile isn’t very distinctive;
it looks a little bland compared to, say,

a Vanmaster. However, the build quality
feels substantial and all production models
will have GRP sides. The Al-Ko chassis
comes equipped with Al-Ko’s own mover,
which is added when the van is built.

Mouldings are of a good quality, but the
gas locker lid feels a tad flimsy, especially
in view of the Mayfair’s price tag. Heavy
duty corner steadies are fitted, along with
exterior access locker. Gas barbecue,
exterior mains socket, spare wheel and
AKS hitch are standard kit. We reckon that
stainless steel grab handles should be
fitted, especially at this price.

GRP side panels will be standard on full
production run.

Inside, the Mayfair has an ambience of
upper class caravanning. The finish is very
good, and has a hint of Bessacarr about it
with its dark wood finish and smart chrome
handles that double as catches. The front
lounge is comfortable, with very supportive
seating. Lighting and roof locker storage
are great, but under-seat storage is
lacking and the access flaps are too small
to accommodate bedding.

The TV in the lounge area is designed

to pop up from its storage cupboard.

This seems a good idea in principle, but
it's fixed in one direction, which restricts
the angle of view, and if you drop anything
into the TV cupboard (like we did - the
remote!) it's a job and a half to get it back,
as there’s no access.

The well-equipped side kitchen comes
with full oven and dual-fuel hob, which is
what we'd expect in a tourer of this class.
Other fittings include a microwave, Cramer
extractor fan and stainless steel sink with
clip-on drainer. There’s good storage

in the kitchen area, but worktop space is
restricted.
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The front dinette proved comfortable, but
we’d have liked a single bed settee on the
offside.
